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Resumen

La violencia de género es una de las violaciones mas comunes a los derechos humanos, afectando
especialmente a las mujeres segin la ONU. El objetivo de este trabajo fue evaluar el nivel de conciencia
sobre la violencia en el noviazgo adolescente en Samaipata, Bolivia. Se realizo una encuesta a 131
adolescentes mujeres de los tres ultimos niveles de secundaria y el proceso para obtener el
consentimiento informado incluye una carta informativa a la Secretaria Distrital de Educacién. El
59,56% de las adolescentes reportaron haber sufrido violencia en sus relaciones de noviazgo, con mayor
prevalencia entre aquellas que iniciaron relaciones antes de los 15 afios (67,80%). El 39, 66% acudiria
a sumadre en caso de violencia, mientras que un 2, 3% no buscaria ayuda. El 47,44% de las adolescentes
en Samaipata no consideraron varias acciones violentas (Amenazas, gritos e insultos, agresiones fisicas,
prohibiciones, presién para tener contacto sexual entre otras) dentro de la encuesta como motivo para
finalizar una relaciéon. Urge mejorar la educacion, revisar y modificar la Ley 348 para proteger mejor
este grupo etario.
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Abstract

Gender violence is one of the most common violations of human rights, especially affecting women
according to the UN. The objective of this study was to evaluate the level of awareness of teen dating
violence in Samaipata, Bolivia. A survey was conducted among 131 female adolescents in the last three
levels of secondary school and the process to obtain informed consent included an informative letter to
the District Secretary of Education. A total of 59.56% of the adolescents reported having suffered
violence in their dating relationships, with a higher prevalence among those who began relationships
before the age of 15 (67.80%). Thirty-nine, 66% would go to their mother in case of violence, while 2,
3% would not seek help. In the survey, 47.44% of adolescent girls in Samaipata did not consider various
violent actions (threats, shouting and insults, physical aggression, prohibitions, pressure to have sexual
contact, among others) as a reason for ending a relationship. There is an urgent need to improve
education, review and modify Law 348 to better protect this age group.
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
